To all Club Presidents and Club Representatives, 

In response to the Clubs requests, the Metropolitan Soccer League would like to create two separate U-21 competitions for the summer of 2011.

The first competition would be a U-21 “A” division (Men and Women), this would be for graduating U18AA or A teams that would like to continue to play together without making the jump to division 4 or 5 in the full senior competitive level. 

In order to participate in this division players must be born between 1990 and 1992, 4 players born in 1993 will be accepted without special approval from the Metro Executive Board. Also the team must have a non-playing coach at all games with their Community Coach Senior Certification.

The teams will be given the option to enter the Senior Metro Cup; it will not be obligatory. It will be the decision of the Clubs to register them prior to the deadline.

The Metro League will only consider running this division if there are a minimum of 6 interested teams; it would prefer 8 or 9 teams. If there are more than 9 teams the League could consider creating 2 divisions.

The Regional Referee assigner will assign the referees and the assistants for this U-21 division.

The second competition would be a U-21 “L” division (Men and Women), this would be for graduating U18L (Inter Club Division 3) players that would like to continue to play together and not play in the Metro Recreational Divisions 6-8.

Same as above: the players must be born between 1990 and 1992, 4 players born in 1993 will be accepted without special approval from the Metro Executive Board. Also the team must have a non-playing coach at all games (Community Coach Senior Certification recommended but not mandatory).

All the teams would have the option to be entered in the Metro Recreational Cup, in order for them to see the level of competition in the other Recreational divisions.

The Metro League will only consider running this division if there are a minimum of 6 interested teams; it would prefer 8 or 9 teams. If there are more than 9 teams the League could consider creating 2 divisions.

The Regional Referee assigner will assign the referees for this U-21 division; all assistants will be assigned by the Clubs but paid by the Region.

All interested Clubs need to submit their team applications by March 20th. If there are not enough interested teams, they will be integrated with the existing Metro League divisions based on their 2010 League performance.
