Referee’s Developing Program:: During the winter months, Lac St. Louis’ Winter Development Program was responsible for training a total of 187 referees at the club and regional levels. Specifically, 128 referees were introduced to the Laws of the Game at the Club level, while 40 referees followed a 10-week preparation program. In the end, 59 new referees have earned the grade 3 badge and are now welcomed as regional referees.
